art endeavors. He has released nine albums and has performed at numerous music festivals and events across Europe.

From 2001 to 2006, he studied jazz guitar under Mart Soo at the Georg Ots Music School in Tallinn. Between 2012 and 2015, he pursued studies in 
audiovisual creation at the Estonian Academy of Music and Theatre, where he also studied composition under Galina Grigorieva, graduating with a 

bachelor's degree in composition in 2016.
Žedeljov has worked in various theaters, including Drugoi Teater, Sadamateater, Estonian Drama Theatre, NUKU Theatre, Endla Theatre, Poznań Theatre, 

Liepāja Theatre, and Riga's Chekhov Theater Arcade. Currently, he is a composer, producer, musical designer, rhythmics teacher, and musician at the 
Südalinna Theatre in Tallinn.

Pianiinost „Ukraina“ Vene Teatri töökodade meistrite 
poolt valmistatud installatsioon on ühtaegu nii skulptuur kui ka heliteos. Selle siluett meenutab tüüpilist magalarajooni 
hoonet, klaverikeeled aga sümboliseerivad inimsaatusi, mis sõja tõttu on kõverad ja katki. Nendest keeltest kostev heli ei 
ole lihtsalt muusika, vaid aja hääl, mis kajab tühjuses.
